WHAT TYPE OF HEALING IS AVAILABLE THROUGH THE
STRIPES OF JESUS CHRIST? (CONT)

Deliverance: A woman from Canaan came to Jesus crying out
for her daughter who was demon oppressed. She insisted on
healing for her daughter, even though Jesus’ earthly ministry
was mostly to the Jews.

Matthew 15:28 “Then Jesus answered and said to her, "O,
woman, great is your faith! Let it be to you as you desire.” And
her daughter was HEALED from that very hour.”

Emotional healing: Jesus, the Anointed one took the scroll of
Isaiah and read this about Himself in the synagogue.

Luke 4:18 “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has
anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor, He has sent me to
HEAL the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives and
recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are
oppressed.”

Brokenhearted means to crush completely, to shatter, to break
in pieces, and to bruise.

Spiritual and physical healing:

James 5:15-16 “And the prayer of faith, shall save the sick, and
the Lord shall raise them up; and if they have committed sins,
they shall be forgiven. Confess your faults one to another, and
pray one for another, that you may be HEALED. The effectual
fervent prayer of a righteous person availeth much.”

WHY THE BLOOD OF JESUS CHRIST MAKES

A DIFFERENCE:

A) JESUS’ BLOOD HAS BEEN
1 PETER 1:1-2

“Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, To God’s elect, strangers in
the world, scattered throughout Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia,
Asia and Bithynia, who have been chosen according to the
foreknowledge of God the Father, through the sanctifying work
of the Spirit, for obedience to Jesus Christ and sprinkling by
his blood: Grace and peace be yours in abundance.”

FOR ME

In the Old Testament, the High Priest would go once a year, on
the Day of Atonement, to the Most Holy Place and sprinkle the
blood of the sacrificial animal 7 times on the mercy seat in order
to atone for the sins of the people.

Jesus Christ is our High Priest. After his death and
resurrection, he sprinkled his own blood upon the throne of
grace in the Most Holy Place, in the heavenly temple.

HEBREWS 9:11-12

“When Christ came as high priest of the good things that are
already here, he went through the greater and more perfect
tabernacle, that is, not man-made, that is to say, not a part of
this creation. He did not enter by means of the blood of goats
and calves; but he entered the Most Holy Place once for all by
his own blood, having obtained eternal redemption.”

The blood of Jesus Christ has been sprinkled. It is located in
the heavenly Jerusalem, the city of the Living God.

HEBREWS 12:24

“To Jesus the mediator of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled
blood that speaks a better word than the blood of Abel.

B) JESUS’ BLOOD IS SO POWERFUL BECAUSE IT IS

1 PETER 1:18-19

“For you know that it was not with perishable things such as
silver or gold that you were redeemed from the empty way of life
handed down to you from your foreparents, but with the
precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect."
